�z�� National governments are seen as primary actors.

�z�� National governments are to encourage and assist local authorities’ 
participation in national development.

�z�� Although citizen participation is acknowledged, civil society 
organizations are not mentioned in the Declaration.

�z�� A grassroots People’s Forum is organized in Vancouver concurrently 
with the formal conference.

�z�� While acknowledging the importance of technology, �nance and trade 
to establishing the ‘new international economic world order,’  business 
and the private sector do not receive speci�c mention.

�z�� National governments recognize the importance of strengthening local 

authorities through decentralization and encouraging partnerships with 
civil society and the private sector.

�z�� The 1st World Assembly of Cities and Local Authorities convenes at 
Habitat II; cities and towns are recognized as centres of civilization.

�z�� Civil society organizations can nominate representatives to the formal 
sessions.

�z�� Building and sustaining the city with the private sector is adopted as a 
strategic direction.

Twenty years later, with growing 
recognition of the new agents of change, 
Habitat II included local government 
authorities in the conference, and 
invited civil society organizations to 
contribute to the drafting of the Habitat 
Agenda.

�z�� The contributions of local governments, civil society and the private 
sector are acknowledged as equally important in urban policy and 
legislation.

�z�� Cities are recognized as fundamental for safeguarding many global 
public goods, including the climate, economic prosperity, social 
integration, democratization and political stability.

�z�� Civil society groups meet ahead of Habitat III  to provide a uni�ed voice 
in the consultative process.

�z�� Private sector is called in to apply creativity and innovation toward 
solving sustainable development challenges in urban areas.

While the conference continues to be 
one of nations states, the emphasis is 
now on collaboration among all 
stakeholders, and recognizes that 
success in implementing the New 
Urban Agenda depends on the 
participation and empowerment of 
all key players.
